Nayas Trance: Gypsy

Music: Immortal Egypt; Phil Thornton, Hossam Ramzy

Begins with a bustling street bazaar scene. Dancers enter randomly, enveloped in brightly colored silk veils.
1.  Walking and weaving about 40 sec.

2. Dancers form horizontal line upstage. Hiss, right arm snakes out of veil. Veil lowers to reveal dancers' upper bodies, left hand gathers veil around body at waist. Arms are crossed, fists closed, elbows lifted, —follow the musical cues!
Music  1:00
3. 3 sets "M~step" (center-right-center-left =1). 4 sets to form a V pointing downstage. 4 sets to travel downstage in formation.

4. Loud clap and shout. Veil drops abruptly. Starting on the right, hands flick-flick. Hips push-push, Same hand as hip. 4 sets (right-right, left-left = 1 ) V formation flattens back to horizontal line, with dancers pulling up the rear.
5. 8 sets of high-low undulations to form a semi circle.
6.   Cast a spell on your audience. You've greeted them, now bring them in. Be enchanting, mysterious, and welcoming—not sexy! Your movements should be low and slow, follow the musical cues!
Music I:40
7.   Rise. Beledi hip drop, turning on self clockwise. (Upper body is angled out. Clapping with music. Zagreets a-plenty! The party's just about to begin! 
8.   Another  bit of spell casting, this time you lower yourself to the floor. Your left knee is front and cocked; your right is behind you—like a pinwheel. You should be seated, not kneeling. 
9.   Right arm raises, left arm circled behind your body, you sweep your right arm around in a big arcing circle with a little bounce. End folded over. This takes 4 counts.
10. Slow shoulder shimmy up, center, beck, center 4 each, total = I 6 (r-l~r-l r-l-r~)

11. Snake arms! Slow and sassy cobra on right, left and ripple. Repeat, follow the music; use roughly 1 count for each movement

12. Arms rise overhead,- bring yourself up to a kneeling position, both knees under you. Head slide. I count.
13. Lotus hands, 1 x center, 6-7x in counterclockwise circle, follow music clues. 

Music 2:37
14.. Hands push across face in a frame, moving right to left as they lower. Body
simultaneously turns to the left and right knee comes up. 

15. Hands travel in a wave from left to right as they lower, 4x. Right hand grabs skirt hem, left reaches front. [Dancers rise, displacing skirts. Once standing, right hip bounces.
16.  Work that skirt! Holding the right and left skirt hems, you slowly cross your right arm over your shoulder, then your left turning your body about 1/3
You've presented your skirt to the audience in somewhat feigned modesty.
Next lower your left then right arm so your skirt is now open and your handi-
work proudly displayed, again turning your body 1/3. Repeat this gesture.
Then repeat it twice more at double time. 

17. Arabic walk to your veil, pick  it up with attitude,- never stop moving, even as you untangle the veil.

18.  When the music changes —Group A: Veils held high behind you, walk in a large circle around group B. Group B: Whirling on an inner circle.The music will again signal a change. Drop your veil, Group A faces clockwise, Group B counterclockwise. Weave!step 1-2. pause 3-4- Dance 5-6-7-8. Weave 1 2 times.
19. Group A flattens out left, Group B flattens out right.

2 1 .  From center in cannon, slinky walk forward. 8 cts, then right foot traces a semi circle front to back into a full 180 turn. Right arm points front, sweeps around, both arms rise and Drop!
22.  From center in cannon, call and response, fall out to horizontal line. Back to audience, holding right hem. 
23-"M~step” 4- sets, turn boldly over right shoulder with skirt. Left arm high-
flamenco style with a final yell
